Hatzaddik R’ Yitzchok Mayer Treitel ל"זצ  was born in Ropshits in Galicia, 
approximately in year 1770. He was an offspring of an esteemed and respected 
family of Gedolei Hador and Harav Hakodosh of Apta ע"זי  was his uncle. He moved 
from Galicia to Hungary about 1789 and settled in Stropkov where he built his home 
and served Hashem in a quiet manner. R’ Yitzchok Mayer was a great and noble 
personage and a hidden tzaddik as can be gleaned from the inscription on his 
tombstone: 

Lately it was brought to our attention from the Sefer Melitzei Eish the greatness and 
holiness of R’ Yitzchok Mayer and he brings down from R’ Chaim Yissocher Gross 
z”l the המציבה נוסח  of R’ Yitzchok Mayer and in this way we were able to ascertain 
which one his tombstone is. In the old Stropkov-Tisenits cemetery we found a 
tombstone that the lower half that has the name and date of death of the deceased 
inscribed in it was broken and only the upper half was intact, and on it we saw 
 engraved the exact נוסח that is brought down in the Sefer 
Melitzei Eish. Afterwards when we carefully inspected the 
tombstones we noticed the name Shloime (R’ Yitzchok 
MayeR’ s father) Through this we were able to determine 
with surety the location of the grave of this hidden tzaddik. 
R’ Yitzchok Mayer left after him righteous sons and 
daughters, several of whom stayed in Stropkov and others 
who went to live in the neighboring areas, in Kurma, 
Lodimir, Presov etc. It is noteworthy to mention that in the 
Presov cemetery (that has also been restored by 
Avoyseinu) we found the tombstone of R’ Alter Yisroel 
Shmiel Treitel and his lineage is described as follows:  

ע"זי מאפטא ק"הרה ממשפחת ופרושים חסידים מגזע חוטר בענקים גדול אדם נכד  
From among the children of R’ Yitzchok Mayer in Stropkov, 2 sons are known: 1-R’ 
Refoel Treitel ל"ז  who passed away on 2 Cheshvan 1882  
2-R’ Yisroel Treitel ל"ז  who passed away on 21 Tammuz 1890. They are both 
buried in the Tisenits-Stropkov cemetery.

In recent 
years the cemetery has been restored by Avoyseinu 
and its tombstones have been cleaned and newly 
erected. Because the cemetery had been abandoned 
and neglected for years and many of the tombstones 
were broken and their inscriptions illegible, therefore 
it was difficult to uncover the gravesite of the tzaddik 
R’ Yitzchok Mayer.
